Once off the bus
they will all use the path between Beechnau and the Church to walk to the front of
Beechnau. If their parents are in Beechnau they will enter Door through Door 1, the
front door.

ATTN STUDENTS: Please do not open the entry doors for anyone. A system has
been established to ensure everyone’s safety and should be followed. This
includes opening doors after school as well. Anyone entering the building
should be buzzed in or be with a coach or teacher. Thank you for helping keep our
school safe!
